Social Platform - the largest network of European social non-governmental organisations (NGOs) - is carrying out a public consultation to influence the European Union to make sure that member states no longer may criminalise humanitarian assistance to undocumented migrants in Europe. The EU law allowing criminalisation, the Facilitation Directive (2002/90/EC), is currently being evaluated by the European Commission.

In Europe today humanitarian services - including the provision of food, shelter, medical care, or legal advice - may be met with sanctions. This may include restrictions on funding, financial penalties, imprisonment and other forms of punishment. There are also instances where the organisation or individual providing humanitarian assistance has the duty to report undocumented migrants to the authorities.
